	ANDERSON GRABS 1st TOUR CROWN 

MAHER EARNS 7th CHAMPIONSHIP




	ANDERSON STRIKES EARLY & OFTEN ON WAY TO 1st TOUR TITLE


   There’s a brand new champion on the GISBT scene.  18 year-old Josh Anderson broke through with a resounding victory in front of family and friends in his hometown of Muscatine at this month’s tour stop, hosted by Plamor Lanes.  This year’s event once again featured the unique combination of competitors rolling 6 games on synthetic lanes, and 2 games on wood.   

   The 18 year-old enjoyed the most thrilling day of his career, and it couldn’t have been more impressive.  The champ grabbed the lead by averaging 240 for his 8 qualifying games.  Once match play began, he was even sharper, averaging 249 for his 8 matches.  Despite the torrid pace, he still lost 4 of his 8 matches, but managed to pull clear of the field by day’s end, eventually posting a 194-pin margin of victory.

   This was the 6th match play finals appearance of his career, and previously, his best showing on tour was a runner-up effort at last February’s event – also at Plamor Lanes.  

   Great things were predicted of Anderson at a very young age – and he hasn’t disappointed.  He first appeared on tour back in November 2007 at age 14.  Now, more than 4 years later, he is finally a GISBT champion.  The talented right-hander rolls a wicked strike ball, and he used that power to steamroll a very talented 79-player boy’s field.  

  


	ANDERSON BECOMES 150th CHAMPION IN TOUR HISTORY

   With the victory, Anderson became the 150th different champion in tour history.  There have now been 85 boys and 65 girls to capture a GISBT title since the tour began back in August 1992.  This month’s champ was red-hot all day, averaging 244.87 for his 16 tournament games.  He hauled in a $375 scholarship, which raised his career earnings on tour to $1,848.50. He also earned the winner’s plaque, and a permanent place on Champion’s Row.  Congratulations, Josh!

NOVAK CONTINUES GREAT SEASON WITH RUNNER-UP PERFORMANCE
   Ryan Novak continued his stellar campaign with the best finish of his career on tour – a runner-up showing that earned him a $275 scholarship.  The 19 year-old from Burnsville, Minnesota is enjoying an incredible rookie season on the Iowa scene; he’s qualified for 5 match play finals in 6 events so far this season, and his lowest finish was last month’s 14th place showing.  

   Novak is now the only player to cash in all 6 events on tour this season.  And in those 6 tour events, he’s earned a whopping $1,145.  

120 PLAYER FIELD AT JANUARY EVENT

   This month’s field included 120 players (79 boys and 41 girls).  There were 8 new members, 6 of whom were making their tour debut.  Welcome to all of our new and returning members.

IN CAREER FINALS # 21, BALTA EARNS 3rd

   Drew Balta was back in the finals for the 21st time in his successful career.  After rallying to grab the 8th and final qualifying spot, he stormed in contention during match play.  His bid for a 2nd tour title was thwarted, however, with back-to-back losses to the eventual champion and runner-up, and he settled for 3rd place.  The 19 year-old now owns a 9 top 3 finishes in his tour career (1 victory, 5 runner-up finishes, and 3 3rd place showings).

   Balta’s $200 payday enabled him to become just the 6th player in boy’s division history to surpass the $5,000 mark in career earnings; the Cedar Rapids, Iowa native has now earned $5,165 in GISBT competition.

THOMPSON TAKES 4th

   Bryan Thompson, a 3-time tour runner-up, finished 4th at this month’s tour stop.  The hard-throwing right-hander from Chicago, Illinois, was appearing in his 8th match play finals.  He was rewarded with a $175 scholarship for his efforts.

MASSEY BACK IN FINALS, FINISHES 5th

   Austin Massey returned to the match play finals for the first time he finished 3rd in November 2010.  This time, he secured a 5th place showing, which netted him a $150 payday.   Massey, an 18 year-old from Dubuque, Iowa, used his finals appearance to vault from 45th all the way to 18th in this year’s point standings.



	PORTER FIRES 832, TAKES 6th

   Austin Porter was this month’s 6th place finisher; he took home a $130 scholarship.  Porter, a 20 year-old cranker from Blue Grass, Iowa, was one of 3 past champions in this month’s boy’s finals field.  The highlight of his day was a huge 832 series that came in his qualifying round.  This was the 34th 800 series bowled in tour competition, and it tied for the 5th best 3-game set in tour history.  

   This was Porter’s 9th career match play finals appearance.

EHRLICH RETURNS TO FINALS WITH 7th PLACE SHOWING

   Andy Ehrlich returned to the match play finals for the 3rd time in his career.  The 20 year-old from Dubuque, Iowa won a $110 scholarship by finishing 7th.  His impressive finish propelled him from 37th place all the way up to a tie for 15th in this year’s point standings.

MORSE MAKES MATCH PLAY DEBUT, EARNS 8th

   Adam Morse made his match play debut at this month’s event; the promising 16 year-old from West Des Moines, Iowa, earned a $100 scholarship for his performance.  Morse was appearing in just his 5th tour event, and he’s shown great promise, having now cashed in 2 events in his rookie campaign.

   This month’s high game out of the money award went to Spencer Werthmann of Davenport, Iowa.  He rolled a 278 in his qualifying round, which earned him a $45 scholarship.

	MAHER CAPTURES TOUR VICTORY # 7




	MAHER MOTORS TO 7th CAREER CROWN

   Katie Maher had her “A” game working at this month’s tour stop, and it resulted in career victory #7 for the 18 year-old from Ottumwa, Iowa.  She set a fast pace in qualifying by averaging 230, and the hot shooting gave her a 100-pin lead heading into the finals.  

   Once the finals began, she averaged 231 for her first 4 matches.  This enabled her to pull away from the field and open up a 259-pin lead.  She struggled over her final 2 games, but her fellow competitors couldn’t overcome her sizeable lead; her final margin of victory was 45 pins.

   For Maher, the victory was also a successful title defense, as she captured last season’s Muscatine tour stop.  While Maher has been one of the tour’s most intense competitors throughout her career, she’s also been one of the tour’s brightest stars.  This was her 20th career finals, and the $275 championship prize boosted her career earnings on tour past the $4,000 barrier; she’s hauled in a total of $4,135 in GISBT competition.  

   Maher averaged 223.07 for her 16 tournament games. The impressive victory enabled her to zoom from 10th to 3rd on this season’s points list.  Congratulations, Katie!

McCARTHY EARNS RUNNER-UP

   12-time tour champion Erin McCarthy was this month’s runner-up finisher; she earned a $200 scholarship.  This is McCarthy’s final season on tour, and the Omaha, Nebraska resident is putting the finishing touches on one of the most storied careers in tour history.  This month, she was sharp again, but couldn’t match the heroics of the eventual champion.  With just 2 games left, she found herself 259 pins behind Maher, but finished in a hurry, firing games of 267 and 244 to slice the final margin to just 45 pins.  McCarthy has won many of her tour victories with pulsating charges, but this month, she fell just short and settled for the runner-up spot.

   This was her 22nd career match play finals appearance.  The 2nd place finish also propelled the 21 year-old into the lead in this year’s Bowler of the Race, as she overtook longtime leader Brittany Smith.

BALLENSKY 3rd IN MATCH PLAY DEBUT

   17 year-old Kendra Ballensky burst onto the scene this month by finishing 3rd.  The smooth-stroking right-hander from Muscatine, Iowa, was consistent throughout the event, and she earned a $175 award for her efforts.  

   Ballensky is in her first full year on tour, and has already exhibited signs of great future success on tour.  This month, she surged from 21st into 10th on the seasonal points list.




	NOVAK TAKES 4th

   Molly Novak reeled in a $150 scholarship for her 4th place finish at this month’s event.  The 18 year-old from Burnsville, Minnesota, was appearing in the 2nd match play finals of her career; and this month she matched her best effort on tour, equaling a 4th place finish she logged at September’s tour stop in Waterloo.
CLASSEN PLACES 5th

   Brenna Classen, 16, made her tour debut last season at Plamor Lanes; it resulted in a 6th play showing.  This year, the Lino Lakes, Minnesota resident returned to that scene, and it again resulted in a solid performance – a 5th place finish that garnered her a $110 scholarship.
